SECTION A: Sentence writing (6 marks)
Part I: (2 marks) (0.5 marks/each)
Add an independent or/and a dependent clause before or/and after each of the following clauses to form compound sentences, complex sentences, or compound-complex sentences. Be sure to write a complete clause containing a subject and a verb and add suitable conjunctions and punctuation. 
Suggested answers: 
1. We think she is confident whereas she is very shy.
2. The pirate lost his treasure map, but he still found the buried gold.
3. After I have graduated from university, I will apply for overseas scholarships, so I have been studying so hard for a good GPA.
4. Although this is such difficult homework, I will dedicate extra time to complete it. / It is such difficult homework that I have spent hours finishing it.
